Maximum 6 pages
are allowed for each paper, including all illustrations and references. Accepted and presented papers will be published in the IEEE LATINCOM 2018
Conference Proceedings and submitted to IEEE Xplore® as well as other Abstracting and Indexing (A&I) databases.
